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Section 1  Introduction  

 

1.2: Doctrinal Statement

tion (John 11:25, 1 Corinthians 15:4), His ascension to the right hand of the Father (Mark 

16:19), His personal return in power and glory (Acts1:11 and Revelation 19:11).  

We believe in the necessity of regeneration by the Holy Spirit for salvation because of 

the exceeding sinfulness of human nature and that men are justified on the single ground

Despite these wonderful gifts, man is born as a sinner and in 

need of Jesus as his Savior.  Ultimately, our goal at MCA is to lead our students into a sav-

ing knowledge of God that will lead to a transforming of their minds each day in conformity 

to Scripture.   

 The motto of MCA is òcreated by God to be used by Godó.  Therefore, the goal in pur-

suing Christian education for our students is that they mature in their personal relationship 

with Christ, equipped with Christian values and skills that they will utilize as Christian lead-

ers.  It is our desire that they seek wisdom rather than scholarship, character rather that 

career, and service rather than self.  

 It is our goal to achieve academic excellence in a Christian environment.  This will be 

achieved through the use and development of language skills, continuous exposure to new in-

formation, and the development of the mind through problem -solving situations as they work 

through a challenging educational curriculum.  Hard work is expected by all who participate 

in this process: faculty, parents and students.

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1.6:  Working with the Home  

 MCA believes the Lord has commissioned parents with the responsibility of teaching 

their children morning, noon and night.  When they grow older and are enrolled in school, 

MCA will partner with the parents in fulfilling Godõs commission.  As the home, the church 

and the school work together, a solid foundation will be laid for every child to develop a per-

sonal relationship with Christ so they will live their lives according to a Christian worldview.   

 

1.7:  Students with special needs  

 It is the desire of the MCA School Committee to assist in the education of every 

child who desires attendance in our school.  There are many situations in which a child with 

some learning differences is identified and can be mainstreamed within the regular class-

room.  Depending on the specific needs of the child and the training necessary to accommo-

date the student, we will consider one or two students per classroom.  It is expected that 

these students be able to remain in the regular class setting and perform at the same level  

of expectations as the other students within the class.  

 

1.8: Governance   

 MCA is a ministry of Mintz Baptist Church (MBC) and is governed by the school com-

mittee of the church and the board of deacons. The MCA School Committee consists of no 

less than nine MBC members who profess the Lord Jesus as Savior, and desire to serve Him 

faithfully.  The Principal is a non -voting member of the MCA School Committee.  The duties 

of the MCA  

 

School Committee are to:   

Establish policies for MCA, which reflect the beliefs and values of MBC  

Monitor the operations of MCA to ensure adherence to established policies  

Act as a resource to assist the Principal in specific areas of need.  

However, the daily operations of the school are directed by the principal.  

 

1.10 Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI)  

 MCA is a professional member of the Association of Christian Schools International 

(ACSI).  They provide insight in organizational as well as accountability toward meeting the 

goals of our mission.  

 

1.11: School Colors, Mascot, and Logo

Section 2  Admissions  

 

2.1: Admission Philosophy  

 MCA is a ministry of MBC seeking Godõs guidance daily as we provide the community 

with a òdiscipleshipó school. Those admitted into our school must be of the Christian faith.  

This means that either the student or the parents must be active believers who live their 

faith and actively serve their Lord in a local Christian church.  Our academic focus is to pro-

vide the best academic education possible that will be grounded in Christian teachings, mor-

als, ethics and behavior.  Therefore, MCA is open to anyone interested in receiving a Chris-

tian education, whom the school finds qualified for admission and who agrees (student and/

or parents) to abide by the policies of MCA.  Admission to MCA is a privilege and not a right 

and therefore only those who are willing to uphold the policies of the academy will be ac-

cepted.  

 God has commanded that we should all study to show ourselves approved, (2Tim. 2:15) 

therefore each student is expected to apply themselves honestly and wholeheartedly to 

learning and growing academically and spiritually.  

 

2.2 Non - discrimination policy  

 MCA admits students of any race, color, national, and ethnic origin to all the rights, 

privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students of the 

school.  It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national, or ethnic origin in ad-

ministration of its educational policies, admissions policies, and other school -administered 

programs.  The Non -Discrimination Policy of MCA also includes the hiring of faculty and ad-

ministrative staff.  MCA makes no distinction concerning an individualõs race or ethnic back-

ground because we acknowledge that there is no preferential treatment with God (Romans 

2:11) 

 

2.3 Admission Procedures  

 MCA accepts students based upon a Principal interview with the child and parents, in-

formation learned through the admissions screening process, prior scholastic record, and 

testing when appropriate.  Since students are expected to maintain at least a òCó average in 

all classes, their previous academic record and our screening must reflect evidence of their 

ability to attain to this standard.  Through these criteria the school seeks to admit children 

who clearly demonstrate the following:  

 

An acceptance of Jesus Christ as Lord by the student, and / or by one of the parents, or 

the legal guardian.  

A likelihood of academic success within a challenging Christian environment  
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High moral character  

Social adjustment  

Ability to accept discipline  

 

 Incoming Kindergartners are screened for developmental readiness for the Kinder-

garten program.  Testing may be required for other grades at the discretion of the Princi-

pal.  Priority consideration in the admission process is given to siblings of students enrolled 

at MCA, and families who are members of MBC.  Applicants must submit the following:  

 

1. A completed application package before the interview.  

2. An official copy of the studentõs transcript or school record form. 

3. A teacherõs letter of recommendation. 

4. A Pastorõs letter of recommendation. 

5. A birth certificate or legal copy (Kindergarteners will not be accepted who have not 

reached his/her fifth birthday by Aug. 31)  

6. A current immunization record.  

7. A copy of their social security card.  

8. New student fee paid before the interview.  

 

 Additionally, the following restrictions/requirements must be met:  

 

1. A campus interview with the Principal.  

2. Any student who is withdrawn (dismissed) from the Academy due to academic and or dis-

ciplinary reasons must wait one calendar year before making application for re -enrollment 

into MCA.  

3. No student with severe learning/disability problems will be accepted.  

4. No students with an infectious disease will be accepted.  

5. No re -enrollment for students with outstanding debt.  

6. No re -enrollment for a student on academic or behavioral probation.  

All admissions are tentative pending final approval by the Principal.  

 

2.3a. Siblings  

 MCA is a family -centered school.  We are members of the family of God, and we 

strive to encourage and build up one another in our daily walk.  As an extension of your 

church, we too strive to build up the body of Christ.  Because we are a school seeking to ed-

ify all members of a family, we have established a tuition discount for siblings.  See the bro-

chure or financial statement page for this information.  

 

2.3. b. Tuition and Fees  

Application Fee :  $75 per student -  This non-refundable fee will be submitted with each ap-
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plication to MCA.  This fee covers the cost of processing an application.  

New Student Registration Fee :  $175 per new student (submitted at the time of the inter-

view).   This fee covers the cost of processing a new student including setting up records, 

screening, testing, orientation, interviewing, and billing.  It will not exceed $350 per family.  

The new student registration fee is refundable should MCA deny admission.  

Student Resource Fee :  $325 per student -New families will remit payment as soon as pos-

sible upon acceptance. However, this annual non -refundable resource fee is due for each 

student by June 1.  

Withdrawal Fee :  $500 per student. You are enrolling your child for the entire year; there-

fore budgets and teacher contracts are set accordingly.  The early withdrawal of a student 

will create an opening which MCA may not be able to fill with a viable student.  Students who 

withdraw will be assessed a $500 withdrawal fee through the end of March . Students are 

not considered withdrawn until a completed Withdrawal Form has been received by the Prin-

cipal.   It is our policy to not release any report card, etc., if the withdrawing family has an 

outstanding balance including the withdrawal fee.  

Tuition:  TBA yearly  

Tuition may be paid in full at any time or paid monthly over a ten - month period.  Monthly 

payments begin August 1 st and tuition must be paid on or before the 15 th  of each month. A 

payment that is not received on time will be assessed a $25 late fee.  To assist in the pay-

ment process, families may choose to have their tuition drafted from their bank accounts.  

We do not accept credit card payments.   There is a 15% discount given for the familyõs sec-

ond child that is enrolled and 25% discount for each additional child.   

Lunch Cost:   TBA yearly             

After School Care:  After School Care:  $7 per day per child.  Parents only pay for the 

days the service is used; there is no contract.  The hours of ASC are from 3 -6 pm.  If stu-

dents are not picked up within 15 minutes of school dismissal, they must check in with ASC.  

They may not stay on campus unsupervised.  Our ASC program is provided for MCA student 

only.  This program will consist of supervised outside play, homework labs, Christian DVDs, 

presentation, and other appropriate games.  A late fee of $5 per minute will be assessed af-

ter 6pm when parents are late picking up their child.  

 

2.4 Withdrawal Procedures  

 Any family planning to withdraw a student from school should notify the school office 

and complete the Withdrawal Form to be received by the Principal as soon as possible but 

not later than 4 weeks prior to withdrawal.  All tuition/fees must be paid to include the 

withdrawal fee of $500.  In addition, all textbooks, library books, and school materials must 

be returned.  Report cards and school records will be released only when all financial obliga-

tions to the Academy have been fulfilled.

3.1. a Report cards and Progress Reports  

 Report cards will be issued to the students at the end of each nine week marking pe-

riod.  Parents will review and sign the report card before the students return them to their 

teacher.  The final report card for the year will be issued to the student on the last day of 

school.  Progress reports are sent home for all students mid -  way through each quarter.  

Progress reports should be reviewed, signed, and returned to the teacher within 1 week.

Although teachers and 

parents are more familiar with percentage grading, this plan gives students the benefit / 

latitude for growth without grade pressure.

The parents and/or teachers are free to 

communicate as necessary to ensure the success of the student.  This open communication is 

vital for the partnership between the school and home to be successful in the overall devel-

opment of the child.   

 

3.1. e. Academic Probation / Retention

Academic probation is for no more than a semester ðPrincipal counsel to dismiss or

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3.1. f. Incomplete / Late Work  

 Late work is to be avoided if at all possible.  When students have an unavoidable ab-

sence, the classroom policy is to be followed.  

 

3.1. g. Make - up work : 

Students who are absent the day an assignment is due should turn the assignment in on 

the day of their return.  

Students who are absent the day a project/presentation/writing assignment, etc. is due 

should turn in the assignment on the original due date (via drop off by parent or another 

student, etc.)  The student is responsible to verify that the teacher received the assign-

ment on the due date.  

Students who miss the day an assignment is given will have the number of days missed 

plus an additional day to turn in all work.  

Students who miss school the day a previously announced assessment (in -class test, quiz, 

etc.) is given should be prepared to make up the assignment on the day of their return.  

 

+  Students who are absent without a proper excuse forfeit the right to earn a grade on the 

missed work.  

 

3.1. h. Textbooks  

 Textbooks are the property of the Academy and are assigned to students for their 

use.  Students are responsible for the care of their textbooks and will be held accountable 

for any damage or loss.  However, all workbooks are the personal use of the students and 

may be retained by them.

Galatians Award :  (Mark 10:45) Awarded to one boy and one girl from each class who exem-

plify love, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self -control in their 

interaction with peers, and teachers.

Section 5  Student Activities  

 

 Students enrolled in MCA may participate in the offered ACSI competitions in Spell-

ing, Math Olympics, Music, Speech, and Art.  These competitions will sharpen student abili-

ties in these areas as well as expose our students to other children pursuing excellence in 

Christian education.  

 

Section 6  Attendance Issues  

 

6.1 Attendance  

 

6.1. a Tardiness  

 Students should be in their classrooms ready and prepared for school on time.  Tardi-

ness is disruptive to the teacher and the rest of the students.  Being tardy is excusable only 

in cases of illness or emergency.  Oversleeping, failure of the alarm clock, traffic or running 

errands will not be considered acceptable excuses for being tardy and unexcused tardies 

will be assigned.  Students who arrive late should bring a note to the office explaining the 

reason for being late.  All late students MUST sign in at the office when arriving on campus.  

A tardy slip will be given as a permit to class.  Parents who sign in their late child may ver-

bally explain their tardiness, rather than having a written note.  However, the excuse of the 

tardy is still subject to the parameters listed above.   

 Three unexcused tardies constitutes one absence.  Tardies are cumulative for the 

quarter.  

 

6.2. a. Absences  

 MCA believes that regular and punctual attendance is very important for the students 

to achieve academic excellence.  Excessive and /or unnecessary tardies and absences en-

courage poor work habits and make it difficult for students to keep up with their academic 

requirements.  Therefore, all students should be in school and in class each day unless physi-
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cally unable to attend.  Students should be in school until at least 12 noon to be considered 

present for the entire day. A student who accumulates more than 20 absences for the 

school year puts their promotion in jeopardy.  

 

Reasons for excused absences : 

Illness or injury of student  

Quarantine  

Medical or dental appointments (see below)  

Death or serious illness in the immediate family  

Approved family vacation   

Students will be required to bring a note to school the first day back after an absence.  

The note should include the following:  exact dates and times of the absence, and the signa-

ture of the parent or guardian.  

 It is the studentõs responsibility to get a list of work missed from the teacher and to 

check with the teacher for appropriate due dates for missed homework and tests.  

 Parents who need to check out their child for doctorõs appointments, etc. should send 

a note explaining the reason and the time of checkout.  Students are to be checked in and 

out through the office, and parents who need to pick up their child should go to the office 

rather than going directly to the classroom.  

When parents need to take a child out of school for a family trip or extended ab-

sence, they should send a note to the Principal at least one week before the absence starts.  

The note should include the reason for the extended absence and the inclusive dates.  It is 

also advisable to discuss this with the childõs teacher to make sure it is a wise decision be-

cause missed work is difficult to make up.  

 

Section 7  Behavior and Conduct  

 

7.1 Methods of Discipline  

 The nurturing environment provided by the Academy reflects our belief that Christi-

anity be evident and paramount over the many negative influences and philosophies that 

challenge our students.  We believe that Christians should elevate Christ over society and 

self.  The responsibility and authority to discipline is God given, and Christian love is at the 

heart of all discipline that we administer. (Eph.6:1 -4) 

 It is our belief that the school environment should promote a love of learning and re-

spect for others in our students.  Disruptive and uncontrolled behavior can cause a lack of 

respect for Christ, others, and oneself.  Therefore, the environment provided at the Acad-

emy will promote good habits to be used as life skills in the lives of our students.  In order 

to have parents, students and the Academy of one mind about this matter, a signature, from 

the student and parent, on a school code of conduct is required.  The school and its grounds 

have been declared a drug, tobacco, and alcohol free environment and their use and /or pro-
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cession is strictly prohibited.  

  The safety of our students is priority as we establish a learning environment in which 

they feel secure to learn and grow.  Therefore no intimidation or harassment will be toler-

ated.  Below are more specific rules we will enforce:  

 

1. No gum chewing 

2. No food or drink in the classrooms unless specifically approved by the administration.  

3. No cellular phones are to be used or in the possession of the students. (Elementary)  

4. No electronic games during the school day. (ASC only)  

5. No CD players, walkmans, MP3 players, tape recorders, IPODS, or any digital music play-

ers at school or on field trips.  

6. No profane, foul, or inappropriate language.  

7. No cheating or plagiarism.  

8. No stealing from other students, faculty or the school premises.  

9. No violence of any kind or degree.  

10. No intentional abuse of MCA property or private property under MCA jurisdiction.  

11. No disrespect for other students, faculty, staff, or any MCA or MBC personnel.  

12. No computer abuse including the viewing of morally objectionable materials.  

13. No skipping school or leaving school property without permission from the administration.  

14. No misuse of any communication device -  phones, computers, internet.  

 

 Corrective disciplinary actions may include but are not limited to the following:  

Counseling by the teacher, warnings, loss of privileges, change in seating, report to par-

ents, additional written work, and other means as deemed necessary.  

 It has been said,   òHe who rebels against authority is rebelling against what God has 

instituted and those who do will bring judgment on themselves.ó  Therefore students or par-
ents who are not in harmony with the policies and  procedures of the Academy, may be asked 
to withdraw from the school.  
 
7.1. a. School Treatment of Students  

 Students will be treated fairly and reasonably.  It is our desire that any corrective 

discipline be a tool for the students to see how they are to grow in obedience to God.  We 

will carefully evaluate each situation and determine the appropriate correction based on the 

circumstances.  Age, frequency of misbehavior and the student attitude will be factors con-

sidered for each situation.  Therefore, a studentõs means of discipline may vary. 

 

7.1. b. Restitution  

 It is the responsibility of the family to pay for any damages caused by the student 

whether it is school or student property.  
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7.1. c. Reconciliation  

 MCA is more than a school, we are a family, and it is our belief that we are called to 

live in unity.  When situations develop in which conflicts or confrontations develop involving 

members of the MCA family, we are called to seek reconciliation.  Whether this involves 

students, parents, faculty, or staff, we are admonished to follow the Matthew 18 principle 

to address the concerns in love for one another and for the edification of each other.  

Please seek those with whom you have concerns face to face, and in love.  If you cannot re-

solve the issue alone, seek the counsel of a brother or sister in Christ for the intent of solv-

ing the differences and not destroying one another.  (Matthew 18: 15, Acts 3:19)  

God has blessed us with fellow sojourners here on earth.  When we love and fellowship with 

one another, then we grow in our personal understanding of His love for us.  This bond of 

fellowship is to be treasured and protected.

8.1 Policy Statement  

 In light of the scriptural guidelines, MCA desires the studentõs choice in dress not re-

flect the world but be a presentation of worship.  We believe the school uniform will dimin-

ish competition among students, allow for harmony between the faculty and parents as well 

as be a clean and neat presentation for each student.  

 The dress code reflects the philosophy of the School Committee of MBC, the local 

standards of the Christian community, the climate conditions of the area, and modesty.    

 The dress code is to be in effect when students are on campus during regular school 

hours, for field trips, and when the students travel and represent MCA in the community 

unless otherwise directed by the Principal.  

 Fads and fashion tend to òpush the envelopeó of acceptability and modesty, and par-

ents do not always agree on acceptable fashion.  Therefore, the Academy dress code is es-
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tablished to avoid fluctuations in fashion and controversy surrounding wearing apparel.  It is 

not our desire to be divisive or to dictate pseudo -righteousness.  Our uniform does not 

measure spiritually but serves as a tool in fostering the academic and character develop-

ment of our students.  Our dress is a way to build distinction and pride in the lives of our 

students.  Below are listed some guidelines to follow:  

 

8.2 General Dress code guidelines  

 MCA uniform tops must be purchased in the MCA school store.  Khaki bottoms may be 

purchased at any store. The Academy colors are red, gold, and black.  

1. All uniform shirts (polo or T -shirts) with the Academy logo must be purchased from the 

school store.  No other shirts may be worn without administrative approval.   

2. Kindergarten through 2 nd grade students will have a special class T -shirt to be worn on 

Fridays as a behavioral reward.  

3. All students must wear a collared (polo) shirt for chapel.  

4. Girls may wear long pants, Capriõs, shorts, jumpers and skirts of a traditional Khaki fab-

ric.  They must be neat, cleaned and hemmed. (no fringe)  

5. Boys may wear shorts or long pants also of a traditional Khaki fabric and the length and 

fit must reflect modesty. They must be neat, cleaned and hemmed.  Pants should not be 

baggy, off the hip or gang type apparel. (no fringe).   

6. If pants have belt loops, a belt must be worn.  Kindergarten students are an exception to 

this rule.  

7. Shoes should have a rubber sole (preferably a tennis shoe) for safety and comfort as the 

student play at recess and P.E.  A closed - in toe and lace up shoe is desired although Vel-

cro or other type fasteners are acceptable.  Flip flops and other rubber type shoes, 

crocs and Heelyôs are not acceptable. 

8. Sock and tights may be worn in keeping with the intent of the dress code and school phi-

losophy. 

9. Hair should be neat, clean and styled in good taste.  No punk, Mohawk, or other state-

ment styles are acceptable.  Hair may not be dyed an unusual, unnatural or multi color.  

Boyõs hair may not go beyond the collar of a polo shirt in the back, below the ears on the 

sides, nor touch the eyebrow in the front.  Afros may be worn no more than 2 inches all 

around. 

10. Jewelry, including pierced earrings, should be modest and not pose a safety hazard.  No 

body piercing or tattoos real or stick -on are allowed. 

11. Hats, scarves, sunglasses, bandanas, etc. may not be worn inside the classroom.  

 

8.3 Casual Days Dress  

 On casual days students may wear jeans that are modest and appropriate in size and 

fit.  When students are allowed to wear an alternate top it too must be modest, and does 

not include tank tops or spaghetti strap tops.  At no time should students wear shirts that 
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display tobacco or alcohol advertisements.   On Fridays students may wear a Christian T -

shirt instead of a uniform shirt if they desire.  The design and logo on the shirt must comply 

with the overall intent of the dress code.  

 

Section 9  FAQ  

 

9.1 Campus hours  

 The school office hours are from 7:30 to 4:00 Monday through Friday during the 

school year.  Students may arrive for the day no earlier than 7:30 each morning.  The school 

day operates from 8:00am until 3:00pm.  Summer office hours are Tuesday through Thurs-

day from 10:00 -  2:00.  

 

School hours are as follows:  

 

7:30 Doors are open for students  

7:50 Students are taken to their classrooms  

8:00 School begins  

3:00 School is dismissed  

3:15 Students are taken to After School Care  

6:00 Final pick up for After School Care   

 

9.2 Campus visitors  

 School offices:  Parents are always welcome at MCA.  However, if you desire to visit a 

class for any reason, please contact the school office first before going directly to the 

classroom.  Items such as lunch or books, etc. should be left at the office for delivery.  

 

9.3 Parent Involvement  

 MCA encourages parents to participate in the daily classroom activities of their child 

whenever possible.  We believe student success is dependent on the involvement of parents 

in the learning process.  Not only is parental involvement needed in the classroom, it is our 

hope to see parents involved in the PTO, Moms in Touch, and other school volunteer pro-

grams. 

 

9.4 Health and Safety Issues  

 For the well -being and health consideration of all our students and staff, parents are 

asked to keep home students with fevers and contagious diseases.  When students return to 

school, they need a signed note from the parents stating the reason for their absence.  It is 

our policy that a student must stay home with:  

Fever -  a temperature of 100 F or higher (Students should be fever -  free for at least 24 

hours before returning to school.)  
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Vomiting (Students should not return to school for 24 hours after the last vomiting inci-

dent.)  

Flu symptoms  

Diarrhea  

Strep throat (Students should not return until they have been on 24 hours of antibiot-

ics.) 

Pinkeye (Students should not return to school until they have been on 24 hours of antibi-

otic eye drops.)  

Other contagious conditions (for example -  chicken pox, impetigo, lice, etc.)  

 

 If a student becomes ill during the school day and is too ill to remain at school, par-

ents will be notified so you may come at once to pick up your child.  

 

9.5 Medication Administration Policy  

 MCA may only administer medications in accordance with the guidelines listed below.  

 

9.5a:  Prescribed medications  

 Prescribed medications may be administered only when students have submitted a 

completed parent/physician authorization form signed by the parents.  Medications must be 

in the original container, and labeled by the pharmacist.  The prescription must include the 

name of the student, name of the medication, dosage, time to be given and method for dis-

pensing medication.   

 Only authorized administrative personnel will dispense prescribed medication.   A log 

will be maintained in the school office and will be completed whenever medications are dis-

pensed.  All medications will be securely locked in the school office and only authorized per-

sonnel will have access to the medications.   

 It is the parent/guardianõs responsibility to bring the medication to the school and to 

retrieve any unused medication.    

 

9.5. b:  Over - the -  Counter medications  

 Over the counter medications may be administered only if a medical release form has 

been completed and signed by the parent /guardian.   

 All over -  the - counter medications will be administered by administrative personnel in 

the office only.  A log will be maintained in the school office and completed whenever medi-

cations are dispensed.  All medications will be securely locked in the school office.  Parents/

guardians will be notified the same day if their child is given over - the -  counter medications.  

 Students will not be permitted to give any medications to another student.  This in-

cludes prescription medication, vitamins, food supplements, and over - the -counter drugs.  

School insurance is required by every student but is included in the MCA fees.  Claim forms 

are processed through the school office.  
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9.6 After School Care  

 After school care (ASC) will be provided each afternoon for MCA students.   During 

ASC, students will be supervised in the completion of their homework assignments, and will 

participate in some planned physical activities and a snack time. The hours for ASC are from 

3:15-6:00.  Parents are asked to adhere to these hours.  Fees are reflected in the Tuition 

and Fees section of this handbook.  ASC is a service for those parents who cannot pick their 

children up immediately after school.  All students remaining on campus after school hours 

will be signed into ASC at 3:15 pm.   

 No contract is required from ASC, and a $7.00 per day fee is assessed on those days 

your child remains in ASC no matter how long they are there.  A late fee of $5.00 per min-

ute will be charged if a student is picked up late from ASC.  

 

9.7 Change of Address/Email  

 When families move during the course of a school year, it is critical that they notify 

the school office of this change so we can update your records and can maintain appropriate 

contact with your family.   

 

9.8 Conference Scheduling  

 All parents are invited to attend a conference with their childõs teacher at the end of 

the first quarter.  However, you may prefer to schedule something before or after that 

date.  If so, please contact your classroom teacher.  Please do not schedule conferences 

during the school day between 7:30 -3:15.  A parent meeting with the Principal is acceptable 

at anytime.  

 

9.9 Delivery and Pick up of students  

 Entrance to MCA is from Mintz Road by the Crosses.  You may circle through and exit 

onto Hwy 411 or return to Mintz Road to exit.  

 

9.10 Field Trips Information  

 Field trips provide an additional opportunity for academic enrichment.  Students must 

turn in a permission form signed by their parent/guardian and have an appropriate behav-

ioral record in order to participate in a field trip.  Those students who chose not to partici-

pate in the field trip will need to remain at home from school that day and it will be counted 

as an absence.  

 Chaperones will be selected to participate as each trip deems necessary.  All parents 

serving as a chaperon must commit to the care of the students under their supervision for 

the trip from the time they depart the school campus to their return to school.  Since a 

field trip is an extension of the classroom siblings, including infants, will not be allowed to 

attend class field trips.  A background check will need to be administered to all parents 

wishing to participate as a chaperone on trips.   
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9.11 Lunch Program  

 MCA will provide a balanced meal each day.  As we teach and model good eating habits 

for our students through our healthy meals, we will not provide candy or soft drinks for the 

students except for special occasions.  We would appreciate it if you would follow this ex-

ample in the lunches you pack from home.  Microwaves will not be available for student use, 

so please plan your childõs lunch accordingly. 

 We will use a debit program for lunch which allows you to pay ahead for lunches.  As 

your child orders lunch each day that money is deducted.     Teachers will inform you when 

that account is running low.  

 Parents are welcome to bring in lunch and eat with their children or join their child in 

eating the hot lunch served.  Please notify the school office by 8:15 if you want to be added 

to the lunch count for that day and remember to sign in at the school office before joining 

your child for lunch.  

 

9.12 Messages  

 If you need to contact your child during the day, please call the school office and the 

message will be relayed.  

 

9.13 Technology  

 In this age of advanced technology, MCA wants to be mindful of the advantages and 

opportunities it can bring students, yet also be aware of its pitfalls.  To that end, we have 

compiled a list of classroom and school policies specific to keeping your children safe and 

protected.  

No personal blogging  accounts -  they are against the law  

No  student cell phones on campus  

Technology will be offered during the class time only.  Students may not access the internet 

during school hours unless under the supervision of MCA personnel.   

 

9.14 Guest Policy  

 All visitors to our school campus must check in at the school office and receive a visi-

tor pass.  

 

9.15 School Closure Information  

MCA will follow the severe weather policy of Sampson County Schools.   After School 
Care will not meet if MCA is closed.  

 

 In the event of severe weather, MCA may close or delay opening to facilitate safe 

travel.  In such an event, news media services will be notified by the Principal.  Local televi-

sion and radio stations are the most helpful in obtaining news regarding school closing or a 

delayed opening.  School changes will be communicated through the venues listed below.
